As both an ambassador and key part of the 

executive branch of this government, as well as in a renewed focus on developing our governance 

framework here at home, your portfolio will play a vital role in shaping our future. As outlined in the 

Self-Government Act, you will collaborate with the Citizens' Council, engage meaningfully with Citizens, 

and ensure transparent decision-making that aligns with our collective goals. The path to a modern 

Treaty requires unity, persistence, and bold leadership; qualities I know you will bring to this role. 

I am confident that your dedication will help us meet these challenges and seize the opportunities 

ahead. By working with integrity and purpose, you contribute to a stronger, more self-sufficient Métis 

government that honours our past while building a brighter future. Thank you for stepping forward in 

service to our people, and I look forward to achieving meaningful progress together. 
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With respect to your portfolio area, over the next 12 months, you are empowered with the following 

mandate: 

1. Advance a Métis Youth Strategy by supporting the Youth Department’s development and 

implementation a comprehensive Métis Youth Strategy focused on leadership, cultural 

connection, and civic engagement. 

2. Expand Province-wide Sport Programming by supporting the Department in creating province-

wide programs that promote both traditional Métis sports and competitive athletic 

opportunities. 

3. Address Systemic Barriers, Age and Gender Equity in collaboration with all Departments and 

Affiliates in support of Métis Women, Girls, and 2SLGBTQIA+, and Youth, in order to ensure 

youth and gender perspectives are integrated across all government policies and programs. 

4. Support Intergenerational Knowledge Transfer by supporting Administration in the 

establishment of safe, culturally-grounded spaces for mentorship and intergenerational 

knowledge sharing. 

5. Build Strategic Partnerships with educational, athletic, and advocacy organizations to expand 

opportunities that align with the goals and objectives of the Otipemisiwak Métis Government. 

6. Ensure Accountability Measures are implemented by Administration to track outcomes and 

ensure services meet diverse community needs and expectations. 

In your role, you will have support from and liaise with the Office of the President, and the Youth, 

Health, and Intergovernmental Relations Departments through their associated Directors and/or 

Department heads. 

As you move forward in this vital role, remember that your leadership is part of a greater journey; one 

shaped by the resilience of our ancestors and the dreams of future generations. The work ahead will 

demand courage, creativity, and unwavering commitment to our Nation, our Citizens, and our 

Government; but it is through this collective effort that we will secure true self-determination, protect 

our rights, and build a thriving Métis Nation within Alberta. I have every confidence in your ability to rise 

to this challenge with integrity and heart. Together, let us honor our past, serve our people, and forge a 

legacy of strength and unity. Marsee, thank you, for answering this call to leadership.
